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MYP’DE BU HAFTA / THIS WEEK ON MYP
GRADE 9 LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE

Our students explored the theme of belonging through a Spidergram activity, reflecting on the
different connections that shape who they are. Linking this to our study of Athol Fugard'’s
Master Harold ... and the Boys*, students examined characters’ struggles with identity,
relationships, and social expectations.

They also created their “Man of Magnitude” projects, identifying individuals who, through
resilience and influence, have shaped societies and inspired change.

Together, these activities highlight how literature and personal reflection help us understand the
complex ways identity is formed and belonging is experienced.




9 PHASE 5 - UNIT 1- BELONGING

In this Belonging unit, students explore how identity can be expressed through the objects, traditions, and
values that shape who we are. As an entry point into the unit, students create presentations about their
own belongings, using the target language to describe, explain, and reflect on their choices. This activity
develops ATL skills in communication and self-expression while giving students an authentic opportunity
to practice vocabulary, structures, and intercultural awareness. By examining belongings through the
individual, local, and global lenses, students consider how personal identity is shaped by meaningful
objects, how belonging reflect community and culture, and how ideas of belonging connect people across
societies.
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GRADE 9 PHASE 4

The students in Grade 9 Phase 4 are exploring the impact of persuasive language techniques, comparing
there use in our daily lives with the world created by Lois Lowry in The Giver. To begin this unit, the
students were introduced to a variety of persuasive techniques, such as the use of alliteration, groups of
three, and repetition. The students are also observing how these are used in advertisements. To further
their understanding, the students were split into groups and tasked with creating an advertisement for a
new fast food chain. Each group was required to use three of the persuasive techniques covered in class,
and could not use the same techniques as any other group. The students created posters with their
advertisements and presented them to the rest of the class. This activity allowed the students to explore
several ATLs, specifically communication, as they had to think about crafting persuasive messages.
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GRADE 10 PHASE 4 / IS THE WORLD A BATTLEFIELD-

Messages of Peace

In our first unit, Is the World a Battlefield?, in MYP English Language Acquisition Phase 4,
we examined how communication shapes our understanding of peace, conflict, and fairness.
Guided by our Statement of Inquiry — Initiating change with conflict resolution requires clear
communication, fairness, and consideration of other people’s points of view — students
explored how different perspectives influence the way we respond to global and local
challenges.

In a group project, students collaborated to design posters that conveyed thoughtful messages
about peace, conflict, and resolution. Their work highlighted the importance of empathy,
fairness, and open dialogue in building more just and harmonious communities.

This project gave students the opportunity to not only express their creativity but also to reflect
on the impact of communication in times of conflict. By sharing their messages of peace, they
practiced using language as a tool for change and as a bridge across diverse points of view.
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MYP YEAR 5- UNIT 1- CAPABLE

In the Belonging unit, students designed their own factions inspired by the world of Divergent,
using symbolic imagery, values, and structures to communicate their understanding of identity
and community. This creative engagement encouraged students to transfer conceptual
learning from the novel into an original design, demonstrating how societies organize around
shared beliefs and how belonging can both include and exclude. The task emphasized ATL
skills such as creative thinking, communication, and reflection, as students considered how
their faction’s rules, symbols, and ideals expressed deeper human needs for security, purpose,
and individuality. Working through the individual, local, and global lenses, students reflected
on what belonging means personally, how communities define membership, and how societal
systems worldwide negotiate inclusion and difference. Ultimately, this task helped students
explore how fictional constructs like factions mirror real-world struggles around belonging,
identity, and power. Students presented their posters in class and reflected on the activity.
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GRADE 9 PHASE 3/ THE BONDS WE BUILD

Celebrating Connections

In our first unit, The Bonds We Build, in MYP English Language Acquisition Phase 3, we
explored the importance of relationships, culture, and identity in shaping who we are. Guided
by our Statement of Inquiry — Language is an essential tool that helps us understand, reflect
on, and develop close personal, social, and cultural friendships in local and global contexts —
students reflected on how meaningful connections are created across cultures.

As a group project, students worked in groups to design posters that delivered powerful
messages about strong bonds and the values that support them. Each poster highlighted themes
such as empathy, friendship, collaboration, and respect, showing how language and culture
come together to build bridges between people.

This creative project not only strengthened students’ teamwork and communication skills but
also encouraged them to think about the role they play in shaping positive, supportive
communities — both in school and beyond.
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GRADE 10 LANGUAGE AND LITERATURE

In Grade 10 Language and Literature, students are engaging with Chinua Achebe’s novel Things Fall
Apart to explore how stories help us understand identity, perspective, and the impact of conflict. This
powerful novel invites learners to examine how personal and cultural identities can be challenged—
and reshaped—when different worlds and values collide. As they read, students are thinking critically
about power, tradition, and change, while also drawing connections between the novel’s themes and
issues in today’s world. Throughout the unit, learners are developing ATL skills such as critical
thinking (by analyzing character motivations and authorial choices), communication (through
collaborative discussions and written reflections), and media literacy (as they evaluate historical and
cultural contexts behind the text).

Cocuk Kiymeti” genel hedef olarak belirlenmistir. Bu vesile ile bazi noktalarin tekrar hatirlatmak
istiyoruz.

Oncelikle, ¢ocuklarimizi konusmalarimizdan ziyade davramslarimiz ile daha fazla etkiliyoruz.
Ormnegin, evdeki yetiskinlerin sosyal medya kullanimi ve telefon ile iliskileri cok fazla ise gocuklara
bu konuda kisitlama getirme konusunda zorluk yasanacaktir. Ikna edici olmak yerine yasaklayici
bir durumda kalnabilir. Yasaklarin olmayacagini sdylemiyoruz elbette, ancak yasaklarin
gerekcgelerini bizler sunuyor isek, o gerekgelerin bizlerin davramiglari ile ¢elisti§i durumlarda
inandiriciligimiz ve etkimiz azalacaktir.

Cocuklarin, kendilerine getirilen yasak ve sinirlamalarin gerekgelerini anlamalari haklar1 oldugunu
diisiiniyoruz. Ebeveynlerin ¢ocuklarini korumak i¢in sinirlamalar getirmelerinin ebeveyn hakki
oldugunu diisiindiiglimiiz gibi. Ayn1 zamanda, kaliteli iletisimin vazge¢ilmezi aktif dinlemedir ve
bu konuda da her konuda oldugu gibi, dnce ebeveynler ve yetiskinlerin ¢cocuklari aktif dinlemeleri
gerekmektedir. Cocuklarimiza “dinlemeyi 6grenmelisin” derken, onlarin bizimle konusmalarini
sOzlerini kesmeden, itiraz etmeden sonuna kadar dinleyerek sozlerinin itirazlarinin gerekgelerinin
bitmesini sabirla bekleyerek, aktif dinlemenin nasil oldugunu géstermis olacagiz.




Dinlerken veya iletisim kurarken yargilayici, etiketleyici ciimleler kurmaktan her durumda
kacinarak en azindan en aza indirmeye calisarak, onlarin bize kendilerini ifade etme isteklerini
desteklemis olacagiz. Ornek verecek olursak “sen zaten hep bdylesin” benzeri bir ciimle,
cocugumuzun degismeyecegine olan kesin inancinizi belirtir ve iletisimi en basindan baltalar.
Boyle yargilayict bir ciimle kullandiktan sonra sdyledikleriniz duyulsa bile etkisi tartigilir olur.
Buna benzer ciimleler kuracaginiz zaman, biraz beklemek derin bir nefes almak, ortamdan biraz
uzaklagip sakinlesince “bazi davraniglarin beni / bizi zorluyor ve 6zellikle disar1 ¢ikis saatlerin
konusunu (tartigma konusu her ne ise) yeniden goriismemiz gerekiyor gibi bir climle, onun da
kendisini istek ve ihtiyaglarini bize ifade edebilecegini gosterecektir.

Cocuklarin dile getirdikleri her istek ve ihtiyacin her zaman karsilanmasi gerektigini savunmuyoruz
ancak bunlar ifade etmeleri ve neden karsilanamayacaginin gerekgelerinin agiklanmasi hem
onlarin hakki hem de iletisimin kalitesi a¢isindan 6nemlidir. Ciinkii bir konuda iletisim sorunu
yastyor isek, ihtiyaclarimiz ve beklentilerimiz catisiyor veya degismis olabilir. Bir yil dnceki
sinirlar ile simdiki beklenti ve ihtiyaglar karsilayacak sinirlar, kosullar degismis olabilir.

Unutmamaliyiz ki Herakleitos’un dedigi gibi “Degismeyen tek sey degisimin kendisidir”
Cocuklarimizla evde bir iletisim sorunu yasiyor isek, onlarla bu konuyu giindeme getirmeden dnce,
sorunu irdelemeli, degisen kosul ve ihtiyaglari analiz etmeli, sorunun nerden kaynaklanabilecegine
dair arastirmalarimizi yapmali, kisaca dersimize iyi ¢alismali ve sonrasinda ¢ocuklarimiz ile
konuyu giindeme getirmeliyiz.

Yani, 8. simifta derslerine daha diizenli ¢alisan bir ¢ocugumuz, 9. sinifta daha dagiik ve plansiz
ise gelisimsel ihtiyaclarmi Once diistinmeliyiz. Yani daha fazla sosyallesmek, bir yil 6nceki
siurlarin biraz daha esnemesi gibi. Bunu dengelemesine yardimci olabilmek i¢in, kisitlamalardan
once, akademik beklentilerimizi agiklayarak, bu beklentilerin gergeklesmesi i¢in onun kendi
programini yapmasina izin vermek, programin isleyisini izlemek ardindan gbézlemlerimizi veya
sonuglart paylasmak. Beklentilerin ¢ok uzaginda bir performans sergileniyorsa da “birinci
sinavlardan 6nce sana miidahale etmedik ancak su anki akademik durumunu da gormezden
gelemeyiz. O nedenle, ikinci sinavlarda ayni sonugla karsilagmamak igin senden degisiklik
yapmani ve bunlarin neler oldugunu bize gostermeni bekliyoruz “gibi ciimleler hem 6z denetim
konusunda onlara firsat tanirken hem de sizin beklentilerinizi net ifade etmenize yardimci olur. Bu
ve benzeri konularda OBL PDR ekibi olarak aile oturumlar1 (Anne, baba, cocuk) ile veya bireysel
goriismeler ile her zaman is birligi ve destege hazir oldugumuzu belirtmek isteriz.
